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An American multinational reigns supreme in a Northern Ontario company town. 
In New York, printers are on strike. What do these events have to do with unionized 
lumberjacks who have been out of work for months? Du sang sur la neige looks 
back at the deadliest episode in Canadian union history.

1963, Northern Ontario. On the night of February 10th, four hundred strikers from the 
Spruce Falls paper mill converged on the Reesor Siding rail spur to overturn stacks of 
wood cut by independents lumberjacks who continued to supply the company despite 
the strike. Panicked, the freelancers opened fire, killing three and wounding eight.

With magnificent illustrations that convey the full majesty of the forest, Du sang sur la 
neige traces the origins and repercussions of the shooting and gives historical and human 
depth to the event. The work sheds light on the economic interests, as well as the 
political and judicial dysfunctions that exacerbated a tragedy that left an indelible scar on 
communities that had previously stood together.

Acclaimed comics author CHRISTIAN QUESNEL alternates between documentary and 
fantasy forms. He has published Mégantic, un train dans la nuit (Écosociété, winner of the 
Éco-Fauve Raja award at Angoulême’s international comics festival, Grand Prix de la Ville 
de Québec - Bédéis Causa 2022), La cité oblique (Alto, winner of the 2023 Aurora/Boréal 
comics award) and, more recently, Dédé and Québec rock (Libre Expression).

Quesnel’s international reputation has grown in recent years. He was honorary president 
of Bézier’s fantasy festival in 2024, and was a guest at Angoulême’s international comics 
festival in 2022 and 2024, as well as the Paris Book Fair in 2024.

Professor of Literature at Université de Hearst (Ontario), 
JACQUES POIRIER has published four poetry collections, 
including Parfois, en certains jours de lumière parfaite 
(L’Interligne) and Histoire du déluge et de l’amour ordinaire 
(Le Nordir).

The two of them have lots of fun, but it would be nice if others could join in, sometimes. 
The problem is, the other kids think they’re too strange to play with. But not to worry! 
The two of them will make a new friend themselves, using materials and words. Will they 
manage to create a friend that lives up to their expectations, without getting lost in the 
intricacies of the language?

The human species stands out for its need to establish close ties with others. The 
experience of loneliness arises from the difficulty of establishing these bonds. In this play, 
Cam and Jo often feel too different from the other children, which is why they decide to 
lock themselves away in their workshop to make a new friend.

This play explores the following themes: feelings of rejection, feeling of belonging, 
creativity, self-confidence.

From an early age, SARAH MIGNERON was a dreamer, and as a child she loved reading 
and discovery. When she looks back on her childhood memories, she remembers a tiny 
puppet she created with her mom’s sewing kit.

Today, Sarah is a shy adult, but she’s as curious as ever, and she never stops questioning 
her surroundings. This certainly fuels her stories. She loves to play with words “because 
with them, you can say anything, and its opposite!” Words are simple objects that 
everyone can use to tell stories, to make people laugh, to invent, to connect with others.

VALÉRIE DESROCHERS studied graphic design and went 
on to hone her skills in design, illustration and typography. 
Illustration has been a part of her life since she learned 
to hold a pencil. She loves inventing new worlds using 
any medium she can get her hands on! Her work has 
been published around the world in several books.

Saint-Pierre-et-Miquelon native FRANÇOISE ENGUEHARD is a well-known writer and 
journalist who has called St. John’s home for nearly fifty years. She draws her inspiration 
from the surrounding ocean as well as her French, Acadian and Irish roots. Her previous 
novel, L’archipel du docteur Thomas (Prise de parole, 2009) won Radio Canada’s readers’ 
choice award and the Antonine-Maillet-Acadie Vie Prize.
